Grade 8 House Camps - January 2020 
 

The camps will take place at three venues around the Western Cape, depending on your son’s 
House, from Sunday 26th to Tuesday 28th January.  Day boys are going to Bonamanzi on the 
Breede and Trout Haven and boarders to Witzenberg Nature Reserve. These camps will give 
boys from the different feeder schools in each House an opportunity to get to know one 
another. It is important that the Grade 8s of the respective Houses are well-bonded on their 
return as they will be participating in numerous events together throughout their time at 
Bishops. The camps also give the House staff and Matric leaders an opportunity to discuss the 
School and House ethos, culture and operations, and to get to know the new boys.  

 
Please find below the necessary details for your son’s preparation for the camp. 

 
 

Departure:         Please arrive at school no later than 07h15 on Sunday 26 January 2019. 
 
To Pack:   Please follow the equipment list below, and tick off each item as your son 

packs. Please mark all items carefully and don’t pack anything 
unnecessary. 

 
Facilitators:    College house staff, as well as external facilitators and Matric boys, will 

accompany the boys on the camps.   
 
Pocket Money: We will attempt to stop off en-route to the different camp venues. 
 
Return:         The boys should arrive back by around 13h30 on Tuesday 28 January 

2020.  
 
First Aid:     First aid will be provided throughout the camp process. Medical doctors are 

in close proximity to the different camps. First aid kits will always 
accompany each House group. 

 
Indemnity: Please be sure to complete the indemnity form and have your son 

return it to the Assistant House Director of his House by the first day 
of the 1st term.
